Prototyping and testing equipment allows students 
to build projects, test materials and perform engineering experiments. Surveying equip-
ment allows surveyors & civil engineers to develop necessary skills for these professions.

Success = University Transfer
An ELAC Associates Degree in CAD or CADD, with a minimum grade point average 
of 2.5 and additional academic courses, prepares students for transfer to a uni-
versity engineering or technology program. ELAC has one of the largest and most 
comprehensive community college Engineering and Engineering-Technology 
programs in Southern California. A 2+2 transfer program with CSULA and USC fa-
cilitates transfers to these institutions. The Mathematics, Science and Engineering 
Achievement (MESA) program provides tutoring, study groups, and access to tech-
nology for engineering students.

High school students may concur-
rently enroll at ELAC with the consent of their parents and high school counselor 
to get an early start on their college education and pay no tuition.
