Credit by Examination

I. Determination of Eligibility to Take the Examination (6702.)

The course must be listed in the college catalog.  (See part IV below)

The student must be currently registered in at least one ELAC graded course.

3.
The student must be in good standing (i.e., the student is not on academic or progress probation).

___
4.
The student must have completed 12 units within the Los Angeles Community College District.

___
5.
The student must not be currently enrolled in, nor completed the course or a more advanced course in this discipline. 

II. Limitation on Petitioning for Credit by Examination (6702.10)

6.
The student may petition for a total of 15 units for credit by examination.

___
7.
A student who does not pass the exam for a course may not repeat the exam. 

III. Other Information:

8.
The student must have successfully passed and received credit for the prerequisite course. If the prerequisite was completed at an institution outside of ELAC, the perquisite must be cleared prior to taking the exam.

9.
All transcripts from other colleges/universities attended must be mailed directly to East Los Angeles College, Admissions Office.

10.
The request for Credit by Examination must be submitted no later than one calendar month before the first day of finals week and two (2) weeks before the first day of finals week for short term classes.

The faculty may accept an examination conducted at a location other than the community colleges for this purpose. 

A separate examination shall be conducted for each course for which credit is to be granted. Credit may awarded for prior experience or prior learning only in terms of individually identified courses for which examinations are conducted pursuant to this section.
