• Earn grades of at least C or P in all Passport courses 
• Complete courses meeting each area, including at least one from area P7A or P7B that includes a lab 

component 
• A course may be used any number of times to meet any area under which it is listed 
• Courses meeting Passport areas at other LACCD colleges may be applied to meet the designated passport 

area for this college and vice versa 
• External examinations (AP, IB, CLEP) may be applied to Passport areas per LACCD Administrative 

Procedures, CSU policies and IGETC standards 
• All Passport requirements are met upon completion of the CSUGE, CSUGE for STEM, IGETC, or IGETC for 

STEM pattern with minimum grades of C or P. 

Note: External examinations (AP, IB, CLEP) may be applied to Interstate Passport areas per LACCD 
Administrative Procedures, CSU policies and IGETC standards.
