Students master vocal techniques, vocal styles, music theory, ear-training, vocal and/or instrumental technique, sight-reading skills, and 
vocal/choral ensemble skills. Students enjoy the hand-on approach offered by commercial and traditional music faculty, with labs being a primary source 
of direct learning and collateral experience.
